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NOTE BY THE DIRECTOR-GENERAL 

MONTHLY FINANCIAL SITUATION REPORT AS AT 30 SEPTEMBER 2022 

1. At its Twentieth Session, the Conference of the States Parties requested the 

Director -General to provide detailed monthly updates about the OPCW’s overall 

financial situation, and particularly cash flow, to States Parties (subparagraph 5(u) of 

C-20/DEC.6, dated 3 December 2015). 

2. The chart below illustrates the General Fund financial situation as at 30 September 2022 

(expressed in EUR millions). 

 

3. The closing cash balance of the OPCW General Fund as at 30 September 2022 was  

EUR 8.8 million, EUR 1.7 million higher than the position as at 30 September 2021  

(EUR 7.1 million).  

4. Total cash inflow for September 2022 was EUR 1.7 million. Total cash outflow for  

September 2022 was EUR 5.8 million, representing operational disbursements related 

to the Programme and Budgets for 2022. The Technical Secretariat (hereinafter 

“the Secretariat”) projects that the total cash requirement for October to December 2022 
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is EUR 20.2 million, against which it is projected that EUR 12.7 million will be 

collected before 31 December 2022.

5. The closing cash balance as at 31 December 2022 is forecast to be EUR 1.32 million. It is 

anticipated that the closing cash balance for the month of October will come to 

approximately EUR 2.6 million, which is lower than the following month’s expected cash 

outflow of EUR 6.4 million. Based on the current forecast, a requirement for a drawdown 

of EUR 5.0 million from the Working Capital Fund will arise in early November 2022, 

to ensure the necessary funding for the Organisation’s programmatic activities 

if sufficient assessed contribution payments are not received prior to that time. 

6. It is important to emphasise that the timely receipt of 2022 assessed contributions is 

essential to ensure the delivery of the Organisation’s Programme and Budget and to 

ensure that the Organisation is able to sustain liquidity.
