Mr. Chairperson,

We have followed the statements of some state parties on this subject;
unfortunately all of them level false accusations against Russia, just as
they have in the Syrian case. It is enough to read one statement to know
what the rest of the statements contain. They are exactly the same
accusations against Syria. They say: “Russia 1s using chemical weapons
in the Skripal and Navalny cases. Russia must declare its chemical
weapons. Russia does not cooperate and obstruct the uncovering of the
truth. Those responsible for the use of chemical weapons must be held
accountable. Russia is defending what some Western countries like to
call the “Syrian regime”, which uses chemical weapons. Russia is

preparing to use chemical weapons in Ukraine”.

I Kindly ask all states parties to compare these accusations with
the accusations against Syria. The accusations are the same in terms of
content and source. Of course, those making these accusations are the
United States of America and some Western countries. Russia
announced all of its chemical stockpiles and they were completely
destroyed under the supervision of the Organization in 2017, and before
the date set by the Organization, and this in itself is evidence of Russia's
full commitment to the provisions of the Convention and respect for the
relevant decisions issued by the OPCW. The one who leads this

campaign and accuses Russia today is still not abiding by the provisions



of the convention, and is procrastinating the destruction of their arsenal

despite having all the means and capabilities to do so.

The alleged Skripal and Navalny incidents is shrouded in mystery
and lack of transparency, and reveals the same scenario that Western

countries have used against Syria over the past nine years.

Western countries make false accusations, reject any dialogue
with Russia, and also refuse to provide answers to objective questions
put forward by Russia. They refuse to take any information provided by
Russia about the provocations taking place in Ukraine. This is a
politicized approach that some Western countries are used to in this
Organization. We have suffered from this approach for a long time and

we are still suffering from it up to this day.

Russia confirms that it is keen to uncover the truth, and has done
everything required of it. It demanded specific information and answers
to very important questions, but those who hinder reaching the truth are
Western countries, those countries that lead a campaign of anti-Russian
incitement. Those who do not answer Russia's questions and refuse to

cooperate with it are the ones who seek to blur the truth.

Russia has shown complete openness to have a dialogue and
cooperation with countries that claim the occurrence of these alleged

incidents. In return for this Russian openness, these countries resort to
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accusation after accusation without any basis, and they did not respond

to all the objective questions raised by Russia.

This situation has been ongoing in the Organization since the past
four years of politicization, polarization and division, confirming beyond
any doubt that the standing of this Organization and its future is
threatened if the situation continues as it is, as a result of this wrong

approach by some Western countries.

The international community should thank Syria and Russia for
their fight against terrorism, including chemical terrorism. We are the
front line in this war. With the blood of our martyrs, we have prevented
terrorism from reaching the world. The ones fighting terrorism with the
blood of their children deserve all the appreciation and thanks. These are

not slogans, but the truth that everyone should know.

I thank you, and I request that this statement be considered an
official document of the Twenty-Seventh Session of the Conference
of the States Parties, and that it be published on the OPCW public
sites and Catalyst .
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
