Mr. Chairperson,

Terrorism in general constitutes a serious threat to international peace and
security, despite the United Nations Security Council approval of many resolutions
that imposed binding obligations on member states, starting with Security Council
Resolution No. 1373 of 2001, and what the Chemical Weapons Convention
confirmed in the second paragraph of Article VI, as well as the decision of the 86"
Session of the Executive Council, all of which obligated member states to take a
large number of steps to prevent chemical terrorism, secure borders, combat
financing of terrorist acts, cross-border cooperation on law enforcement, and other
measures. After such a long time has passed since those decisions and what was
included in the relevant agreements, we find the large spread of terrorists across
the borders, their use of toxic substances, and unfortunately with the support,
financing and facilitation of many well-known countries, which sell words and

positions with their eagerness to fight non-state terrorist entities.

Syria has suffered for eleven years from this global terrorism, and has
sacrificed thousands of martyrs among its children. Tens of thousands of innocent
people have fallen victim to this terrorism, and the infrastructure and all necessities
of life have been destroyed in many Syrian cities and towns. To this day, Syria

continues to fight terrorism.

Some countries have worked to facilitate, finance and arm those terrorists
who came from more than 100 countries to the Syrian territories through

neighboring countries in flagrant violation of Security Council resolutions and



relevant international agreements and under the eyes and ears and the silence of the

whole world.

Syria has been continuously informing the Technical Secretariat of official
Notes Verbal that containing confirmed information from a State Party to the
Convention, about the movements of terrorists, their transfer of chemical weapons,
and their fabrication of plays to accuse the Syrian Arab Army of them. We
explained how Syria is in reality fighting terrorism on its soil, including chemical
terrorism. We have alerted to the dangers of terrorist groups having access to
chemicals and using them as weapons. Unfortunately, these messages did not
receive any attention from the Technical Secretariat of the Organization, as well as
from some other party states. The intelligence services of some countries,
especially Turkey, still give all forms of support to terrorists, that includes
providing them with toxic materials and training them in their use. In this context,
during the past two months, Syria has informed the Technical Secretariat of
attempts and preparations by terrorist groups in the Idlib governorate to fabricate

plays using chemical weapons to accuse the Syrian Arab Army.

What Syria says about chemical terrorism coincides with what was included
in the reports of the United Nations Secretary-General about the threat posed by

ISIS and other terrorist groups to international peace and security.

Syria calls on all of the which are well known, and that claim to be keen on
combating chemical terrorism from non-state actors, to implement the Security
Council resolutions, the provisions of the Chemical Weapons Convention and the
international agreements to combat terrorism, and to stop their support for the
terrorist groups that we are constantly fighting against, and to stop covering up the
crimes of these groups, and supplying them with weapons and chemicals. These

countries did not hesitate to attack the territory of another state party that fights



terrorism on its territory and defends its people, in violation of international

covenants and the provisions of the Convention.
