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Mr. Chairperson,

Allow me at the outset to extend to His Excellency Ambassador Ziyad Al-
Attiyah, Permanent Representative of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia to the
Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons, my best wishes for his
success in conducting the work of this session.

My delegation associates itself with the statement of the Non-Aligned
Movement and China that are Parties to the Convention, delivered on their behalf
by the representative of the Republic of Azerbaijan at this session.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Syria has always believed in the Chemical Weapons Convention, the source
of salvation for the world from an entire class of weapons of mass destruction led
by the Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons, whose task is to
implement the provisions of the CWC. Based on this firm belief in the importance
of the CWC and its categorical rejection of the use of chemical weapons by any
party, under any circumstance, and in any place, Syria joined the Chemical
Weapons Convention, and Syria honestly and credibly implemented its sovereign
decision to end the Syrian chemical file, and this was indeed done within a record
time, and it accomplished what some of the countries that joined the Convention
many years before it had not accomplished, despite the very difficult and complex
circumstances that Syria went through and is going through.

What is regrettable is the serious deviation in the work of the Organization
since 2018, as it is being used as a tool to implement the political agendas of some
Western countries, against states parties to the Convention. The best evidence of
this is the pressure exerted by Western countries on the Technical Secretariat of the
Organization to deviate from its path and not carry out its tasks assigned to it under
the Convention, in addition to the new approach in the decision-making
mechanism within the decision-making organs of the Organization, which led to
the state of division that the Organization is currently experiencing. In a new



development that reflects the extent of politicization, the Technical Secretariat
refuses, as a result of the pressure exerted by the United States of America, to
allow a state party to the Convention to express its objective point of view during
an official meeting of the Organization.

Mr. Chairperson,

The Syrian Arab Republic has faced a historically unprecedented campaign
of skepticism and false accusations of non-cooperation with the Organization and
its Technical Secretariat. The behavior of these countries flagrantly contradicts the
provisions of the Convention, the principles of international law and the Charter of
the United Nations, and is nothing but an attempt to employ the Organization and
the remaining technical aspects of the Syrian chemical file to serve its political
purposes, represented by putting pressure on Syria. Despite all of this, Syria
continued its full positive cooperation with the Organization and its teams, and
committed itself to an organized dialogue with the “Declaration Assessment
Team” through Twenty-Four rounds of consultations, with the aim of ending the
remaining outstanding technical issues.

Mr. Chairperson,

My delegation regrets the involvement of this technical organization again
with geopolitical and security issues of regional and international nature, and its
divergence from the goals for which it was established. In this context, Syria
supports Russia's right to defend itself and protect its national security in response
to the aggressive Western policies. Russia does not only defend itself, but also
defends the world, the principles of justice and humanity, and everyone's right in a
world that rejects the logic of hegemony and unipolarity. Syria's position in support
of the Russian special military operation in Ukraine was and will remain based on
well-established political, moral and legal considerations and principles.

Mr. Chairperson,



The Syrian Arab Republic, along with many countries, has expressed, on
more than one occasion, objective observations regarding the work of the "fact-
finding mission”, and despite all that, Syria cooperated with the teams of this
mission and provided them with all the facilitations required for the success of
their missions. This mission has failed more than one test, and the evidence for this
Is clear to all state parties. Its bias, unprofessionalism, and falsification of facts
have been proven in more than one report it has issued so far, the best example of
which is the Douma incident report (2018). In this context, we stress the need for
the mission to overcome the shortcomings associated with the approach and
methods of its work, its respect for the provisions of the Convention, and its
commitment to professional standards and the terms of reference document that
were agreed upon with Syria.

Mr. Chairperson,

The Syrian Arab Republic still maintains its firm position on the
Investigation and ldentification Team (11T) that lacks legitimacy, which was given
a mandate that contradicts the provisions of the Convention. Therefore, Syria,
along with other countries, does not recognize this team and its work and rejects
any outputs issued or those that will be issued by it in the future, based on its
respect, compliance and commitment to the provisions of the Chemical Weapons
Convention.

On Friday, January 27, 2023, the illegal "Investigation and Identification
Team™ issued a report on the alleged incident of using toxic chemicals in Douma
on April 7, 2018, full of distortion and flagrant forgery, similar to the report of the
fact-finding mission about the incident. The aforementioned report issued on the
first of March 2019. In this context, the Syrian Arab Republic categorically rejects
this report and its conclusions. This forged report was not surprising to Syria, and
it came to confirm the correctness of the position of Syria and some member states
of the Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons, by refusing to
recognize the illegal investigation and identification team and everything that
comes out of it.



The aim of this report is to accuse the Syrian Government of using toxic
chemicals as weapons in this particular fabricated incident, to justify the brutal
tripartite aggression carried out by the United States of America, France and
Britain on Syrian territory on April 14, 2018, and to cover it up, as well as to cover
up the secretariat’s complicity The Organization's technical silence and willful
disregard of all that was raised by countries and experts about the serious flaws in
the report of the fact-finding mission about that incident, in addition to the leaks
that show how that report was fabricated, and the involvement of some employees
of the Technical Secretariat in this process.

The authors of this report have neglected all the objective observations that
were raised by States Parties, experts, academics, documented media reports, and
former inspectors from the Organization, known for their experience and
knowledge, about that alleged incident, which confirms beyond any doubt, from
the scientific, legal, engineering, and tests conducted by the organization.
Specialists, that this incident was fabricated and aimed at accusing the Syrian Arab
Army of using chemical weapons.

This report, which is devoid of impartiality, objectivity and integrity,
reaffirms the organization's teams' violation of the provisions of the Chemical
Weapons Convention in their legal and technical investigations, the use of wrong
methods of work not stipulated in the Convention, and the handling of serious
political issues unrelated to the subject of these alleged incidents.

Accordingly, Syria calls on all State Parties and the United Nations to
assume their responsibilities to preserve the independence and credibility of the
Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons and its future, and not to
allow the United States of America and a group of Western countries to politicize
the work of the Organization and use it as a tool to achieve its political goals and
continue to exert pressure and aggression against Syria.

Mr. Chairperson,

The expansion of chemical terrorist threats constitutes a serious threat to
international peace and security, and no country is immune from this serious threat.
In this context, the Syrian Arab Republic confirms that the behavior of some States



Parties, in covering up the crimes and practices of terrorist groups in Syria, and
ignoring the documented information provided by Syria in this field, has
encouraged those terrorists to commit more heinous crimes against Syrian citizens,
including the use of toxic substances over the past nine years.

Mr. Chairperson,

Syria affirms that achieving the universality of the Chemical Weapons
Convention represents a very important step in ensuring the establishment of an
effective global regime against chemical weapons. However, this will not be
achieved without obligating Israel to accede to this agreement and place its
nuclear, chemical and biological weapons under international control.

Mr. Chairperson,

Syria calls for international cooperation to confront the illegal restrictions
imposed by some well-known countries on the transfer of scientific technology for
peaceful purposes to developing countries, and to subject them to unilateral illegal
coercive measures against some other countries, with the aim of preventing them
from achieving economic and scientific development for their people, and
preventing them from using chemistry for peaceful purposes, in clear violation of
the provisions of the Convention and international law.

Thank you and | request you to consider this statement as an official
document of the Hundred and Second Session of the Executive Council, and to
publish it on the public sites and Catalyst of the Organization for the
Prohibition of Chemical Weapons.
