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Within the framework of transparency and openness, my
delegation supports the participation of civil society organizations,
including non-governmental organizations, in the work of the
Conferences of States Parties within the framework of the

Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons.

Before the convening of any of the sessions of the Conference of
the States Parties, dozens of organizations apply to participate in these
conferences, and objections are made to the participation of a small
number that does not exceed the maximum limit of four non-
governmental organizations. The conferences are mainly for the State
Parties, which represent the governments of their countries, and
therefore the states parties have the right to decide who is invited to

attend and participate, based on two important criteria:

The first is the relation of the activity and work of the NGO with the

goals and objectives of the Convention.

The Second is, not to attack the state parties or to adopt distorted
points of view or to launch false accusations in the service of special
political agendas, and thus divert the work of the Organization and the
conference from its technical scope into a political one. The work of
some NGOs hinders the work of the Organization, which does not
serve the main purpose of their participation. Especially, since the

Third Review Conference did not give permanent and open approval
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on the participation of NGOs, but rather stressed the need for
organizations to adhere to the objectives of the organization and the

principles of the Convention in their work.

Changing the guidelines that were agreed upon between the state
parties, setting new standards and procedures, and trying to impose
these measures by some states on other state parties, will ultimately
lead to more division among the state parties, and this does not serve

the goals and objectives of the Organization.
