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NOTA DEL DIRECTOR GENERAL

INFORME DIRIGIDO AL UNDECIMO PERIODO DE SESIONES DE LA
CONFERENCIA DE LOS ESTADOS PARTES SOBRE EL ESTADO DE
APLICACION DEL ARTICULO VII DE LA CONVENCION SOBRE LAS ARMAS A
1° DE NOVIEMBRE DE 2006

1. En su décimo periodo de sesiones, celebrado en noviembre de 2005, la Conferencia
de los Estados Partes (en adelante, la “Conferencid’) adopté una decisiéon sobre €l
seguimiento del Plan de accion relativo al cumplimiento de las obligaciones previstas
en el articulo VII (C-10/DEC.16, de fecha 11 de noviembre de 2005), en la que pidi6
a la Secretaria Técnica (en adelante, la “ Secretaria’) que facilitase a cuadragésimo
séptimo periodo de sesiones del Consgjo Ejecutivo (en adelante, € “Consgjo”) un
informe general sobre el estado de aplicacion del articulo VII de la Convencion sobre
las Armas Quimicas (en adelante, la “Convencién”), que el Consgo a su vez debia
presentar al undécimo periodo de sesiones de la Conferencia para su consideracion.
La Secretaria presento dicho informe (EC-47/DG.7, de fecha 18 de octubre de 2006),
acompafiado de una adicion con informacién actualizada sobre €l estado de aplicacion
del articulo VII a 1° de noviembre de 2006 (EC-47/DG.7/Add.1, de fecha 3 de
noviembre de 2006).

2. En el presente informe consta informacion ya incluida en el documento EC-47/DG.7,
y la informacién actualizada del documento EC-47/DG.7/Add.1. Trata por tanto de
los avances que los avances que los Estados Partes han realizado en el cumplimiento
de las obligaciones previstas en €l articulo VII entre el 11 de noviembre de 2005 y €l
1° de noviembre de 2006, que es la fecha limite a efectos del informe. De
conformidad con el documento C-10/DEC.16, este informe se centra ante todo en el
establecimiento o designacién de las Autoridades Nacionales, y en la promulgacién de
la legislacion de aplicacion y adopcidn de las medidas administrativas oportunas para
poner en précticala Convencion.

3. De los 27 Estados Partes que, a principio del periodo de que se informa (cuando €l
nimero de Estados Partes era 174) aln debian designar o establecer sus Autoridades
Nacionales, en la fecha limite a efectos del informe el nimero habia descendido a 9
(con 181 Estados Partes). Durante este mismo periodo, €l nimero de Estados Partes
gue todavia debia promulgar legislacion y adoptar medidas administrativas para
aplicar la Convencion, einformar ala Secretaria de dichas iniciativas, descendié a 69.
Durante el periodo de que se informa, 8 Estados Partes mas habian cumplido con este
requisito. En los cuadros 2 y 3 del anexo del presente informe figura la informacion
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relativa a estado de los trabajos realizados por estos 69 Estados Partes para cumplir
dichas obligaciones. En €l informe que & Director General presentdé al décimo
periodo de sesiones de la Conferencia se incluyd una amplia exposicion de los
antecedentes y causas de los retrasos registrados por los Estados Partes en el
cumplimiento de las obligaciones previstas en e articulo VII (C-10/DG.4/Rev.1
EC-M-25/DG.1, de fecha 2 de noviembre de 2005; C-10/DG.4/Rev.l/Add.1
EC-M-25/DG.1/Add.1, de fecha 8 de noviembre de 2005; y C-10/DG.4/Rev.1/Corr.1
EC-M-25/DG.1/Corr.1, de fecha 10 de noviembre de 2005), que no precisan ser
expuestos de nuevo.

4, En e documento C-10/DEC.16 se pedia que aquellos Estados Partes que alin tuviesen
gue designar o establecer sus Autoridades Nacionales, o promulgar legislacion,
aumentasen su colaboracion con la OPAQ e informasen a ésta de las dificultades
encontradas a adoptar las medidas necesarias para cumplir con las obligaciones
contraidas en virtud del articulo VII, preferiblemente antes de finales de 2005; que
suministrasen a la Secretaria sus planes de aplicacion nacional; e hiciesen uso de la
asistencia disponible. Actualmente, todos los Estados Partes interesados han
suministrado dichainformacion, que figura en el apéndice 1.

5. Un numero cada vez mayor de Estados Partes que no tienen todavia legislacion de
aplicacion esta trabajando en los proyectos de legislacion, y ha pedido y recibido
asistenciatécnica, asi como los comentarios de la Secretariay otros Estados Partes en
relacion con estos proyectos.

6. Dentro del seguimiento del Plan de accion del articulo VII, € cuadragésimo quinto
periodo de sesiones del Consgjo supuso un hito importante. En el parrafo 2 de la parte
dispositiva del documento C-10/DEC.16 se instaba a los Estados Partes que aln
debian designar o establecer sus Autoridades Nacionales a que notificasen ala OPAQ
sobre esta iniciativa antes de dicho periodo de sesiones. En la fecha limite a efectos
del informe, nueve Estados Partes seguian sin cumplir este objetivo, por lo que
deberian tomar medidas para garantizar que podran concluir en general el seguimiento
del Plan de accién antes del undécimo periodo de sesiones de la Conferencia, que se
celebrara del 5 a 8 de diciembre de 2006. En e cuadro 2 del anexo del presente
informe figura lainformacion suministrada por estos Estados Partes sobre la situacién
de cadauno de€ellos.

7. Los 69 Estados Partes que deben adoptar todavia medidas legidativas vy
administrativas para aplicar la Convencion, y notificar a la Secretaria al respecto,
deben seguir trabajando en ello. El plazo de esta notificacion fue € cuadragésimo
séptimo periodo de sesiones del Consgjo, que se celebré del 7 a 10 de noviembre
de 2006. Durante el periodo de que se informa, de dichos Estados Partes, 62 han
notificado estas medidas a la Secretaria. La informacién suministrada figura en €l
cuadro 3 del anexo del presente informe.

8. Otros muchos Estados Partes que han cumplido los requisitos establecidos en los
parafos 4 y 5 del articuloVIl siguen elaborando medidas legidativas y
administrativas a fin de cumplir plenamente todos |os requisitos de la Convencion.

0. Previa solicitud, la Secretaria sigue prestando asistencia a los Estados Partes de forma
individualizada y sistemética, con toda una variedad de herramientas. Parte de esta
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asistencia seguird suministrandose a modo de visitas de asistencia técnica con ayuda
prestada insitu directamente para establecer las Autoridades Nacionales, redactar
medidas legidativas y administrativas, dar a conocer en mayor grado los requisitos de
la Convencion, y formar a personal de las Autoridades Nacionaes. El apoyo a la
aplicacion que la Secretaria ofrezca en € futuro seguira contribuyendo a que los
Estados Partes finalicen su labor legidlativa, garanticen plena y eficazmente la
aplicacion nacional, y aborden los problemas en materia de aplicacion nacional que
surjan en la practica. También contribuird a fomentar e cumplimiento de la
Convencion y a facilitar la cooperacién entre Autoridades Nacionales. Las consultas
de participacion abierta que los Estados Partes han mantenido en la sede de la OPAQ
en torno a los progresos realizados con arreglo a documento C-10/DEC.16, y los
examenes periddicos del Consgjo, han servido para prestar asesoramiento y apoyo en
el enérgico esfuerzo que la Secretaria realiza para ayudar alos Estados Partes.

Asimismo, los Estados Partes han seguido prestando asistencia mediante visitas
bilaterales a efecto (algunas con la Secretaria), organizando y acogiendo cursos de
formacién, y mediante contribuciones financieras. Este firme compromiso de los
Estados Partes por prestar apoyo y asistencia a otros, y dar a conocer en mayor grado
entre los demas Estados Partes la necesidad de aplicar plenamente el articulo VII, ha
sido fundamental para €l éxito del Plan de accion del articuloVIl y para €
seguimiento del mismo, y deberia fomentarse en el futuro para que los Estados Partes
sigan cooperando.

Las consultas entre los Estados Partes también han proseguido. La Secretaria ha
informado periodicamente sobre las medidas de apoyo a la aplicacion (seminarios
regionales y de la OPAQ, y talleres para Autoridades Nacionales, asi como visitas de
asistencia técnica), y las consultas han sido una ocasién muy Util para coordinar dicha
asistencia, compartir informacién y debatir la manera de lograr resultados del modo
maés eficaz posible.

Como se ha indicado anteriormente, € Director Genera se dirigié por escrito en
noviembre de 2005 a todos los Estados Partes sefialados en € parrafo2 del
documento C-10/DEC.16, informandoles de las disposiciones de la decisiéon y
ofreciendo la asistencia de la Secretaria para establecer sus Autoridades Nacionalesy
redactar la legidacion de aplicacion. Antes del cuadragésimo quinto periodo de
sesiones del Consgjo, e Director General volvio a dirigirse por escrito a aguellos
Estados Partes que habian hecho pocos avances o ninguno en e establecimiento o
designaciéon de sus Autoridades Nacionales, a fin de animarles a tomar medidas
répidamente. Después del cuadragésimo sexto periodo de sesiones del Consgo, la
Secretaria contactd por escrito a dichos Estados Partes y los invitd a presentar
cualquier informacion que deseasen suministrar para que € undécimo periodo de
sesiones de la Conferencia siguiese examinando el estado de aplicacion del
articulo V11, de conformidad con €l parrafo 14 del documento C-10/DEC.16. Seinvitd
también alos Estados Partes a presentar dicha informacion antes del 29 de septiembre
de 2006, inclusive, para que la Secretaria pudiese incluirla en su informe al
cuadragésimo séptimo periodo de sesiones del Consgjo.

Asimismo, en nombre del Director General, €l Asesor Juridico y e Director de la
Division de Cooperacion Internacional y Asistencia se dirigieron a los representantes
permanentes de 22 Estados Partes durante el periodo de que se informa para debatir
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los planes que tienen estos paises para cumplir con los objetivos del documento
C-10/DEC.16, y abordar |a asistencia que pudiese ser necesaria.

En la version del informe que presento a cuadragésimo séptimo periodo de sesiones
del Consgjo, la Secretaria invitod al Consegjo a tomar nota de los avances importantes
realizados por los Estados Partes, y a seguir animando a aquéllos que tuviesen que
notificar todavia a la Secretaria € establecimiento o designacién de sus respectivas
Autoridades Nacionales, y las iniciativas que hubiesen tomado para promulgar las
medidas administrativas y legislativas previstas en € articulo VII de la Convencidn,
teniendo en cuenta |los objetivos y propositos generales del documento C-10/DEC.16.

En dicho informe, la Secretaria también invitd al Consgo a que recordase €
parrafo 12 del documento C-10/DEC.16, en & que la Conferencia decidié que, cuando
un Estado Parte no haya presentado |a informacion prevista en e pérrafo 2 de dicha
decision antes del cuadragésimo séptimo periodo de sesiones del Consgo, 0 haya
presentado informacion que, a juicio del Consgjo requiera ser aclarada, e Consgo
consultara al Estado Parte en cuestion, teniendo también en cuenta la respuesta del
Estado Parte a apartado a) del parrafo 3 de dicha decisién, y le pedira que tome
medidas para solucionar la situacion. A este respecto, la Secretaria también llamé ala
atencion del Consglo acerca de la informacion recogida en e anexo del citado
informe.

I ntroduccién

En la decisién de la Conferencia sobre el seguimiento del Plan de accion relativo a
cumplimiento de las obligaciones previstas en el articulo VII (C-10/DEC.16) figuran
varios puntos que requieren la actuacion de los Estados Partes y |a Secretaria. En €l
presente informe se exponen los avances hechos a respecto a 1° de noviembre
de2006. También se ofrece una vision general de estado de aplicacion del
articulo VI, a partir de los indicadores recogidos en la decision sobre el Plan de
accion relativo a cumplimiento de las obligaciones previstas en e articulo VII
(C-8/DEC.16, de fecha 24 de octubre de 2003). En € informe se sefialan también las
medidas de asistencia que ha tomado la Secretaria desde el décimo periodo de
sesiones de la Conferencia, y las demas medidas previstas para el resto de 2006.

Vision general del estado de aplicacion del articulo VI

Desde el décimo periodo de sesiones de la Conferencia, los Estados Partes han
seguido haciendo progresos en el cumplimiento de las obligaciones previstas en el
articulo VII. En e cuadro siguiente figura una vision genera de la evolucion
registrada por cada uno de los indicadores clave por los que se miden los avances

referentes al articulo VI1.

Designacion o establecimiento de la Autoridad Nacional, promulgacion de
legislacion y adopcién de medidas administrativas

En € citado informe sobre e cumplimiento de las obligaciones previstas en el
articulo VI, dirigido a décimo periodo de sesiones de la Conferencia, se hizo constar
gue 27 Estados Partes alin tenian que notificar a la OPAQ la designacion o
establecimiento de sus Autoridades Nacionales, como estipula e parrafo 4 del
articulo VII. La Secretaria inform6 también de que 69 Estados Partes todavia tenian
gue informar a la OPAQ de las medidas legidativas y administrativas que habian
adoptado para aplicar la Convencién, como estipula €l parrafo 5 del articulo VII. En
total, habia 72 Estados Partes que aln tenian que enviar sus notificaciones ala OPAQ,
ya fuera en virtud del parrafo 4, 5, o0 ambos, del articulo VII. Cuando se elaboré €l
primer informe sobre el seguimiento del Plan de accion (EC-44/DG.6, de fecha 1° de
marzo de 2006), esta cifra habia ascendido a 74, dado que nuevos Estados se habian
sumado a la Convencién. En e cuadragésimo cuarto periodo de sesiones, € numero
de Estados Partes que alin tenia que enviar sus notificaciones ala OPAQ, ya fuera en
virtud del parrafo 4, 5, o ambos, del articulo VII, habia descendido a 69. En el
cuadragésimo quinto periodo de sesiones, € nimero de Estados Partes habia
aumentado a 178, y e numero de Estados Partes que aln tenian que enviar sus
notificaciones a la OPAQ, ya fuera en virtud del péarrafo 4, 5, o ambos, del
articulo VII, era de 72. En la fecha limite del presente informe esa cifra habia
descendido a 67, de un total de 181 Estados Partes.

En la fecha limite del informe, nueve Estados Partes tenian pendiente notificar a la
Secretaria el establecimiento o designacion de su Autoridad Nacional, con arreglo a
apartado a) del parrafo 2 del documento C-10/DEC.16 y a parrafo 4 del articulo VII
de la Convencién. En el documento C-10/DEC.16 se estipula que dicha notificacion
debio tener lugar antes del cuadragésimo quinto periodo de sesiones del Consgjo. En
el cuadro siguiente se relacionan los nueve Estados Partes en cuestion por fecha de
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entrada en vigor de la Convencidn, y se resume la informaciéon més reciente
suministrada a la OPAQ en relacion con la designacion o establecimiento de sus
respectivas Autoridades Nacionales, y los problemas registrados en cada uno de ellos
con respecto a apartado a) del parrafo 3 del documento C-10/DEC.16 (para mayor
informacion, véase el apéndice 1).

La Republica Centroafricana es un nuevo Estado
Parte, donde la Convencion entré en vigor e 20
de octubre de 2006. Los dias 16 y 17 de octubre
de 2006, la Republica Centroafricana participd
en la cuarta reunion regional de Autoridades
Nacionales de Africa, en la Republica Unida de
Tanzania. La Secretaria mantuvo consultas
aparte con la delegacion, para informarles a
fondo sobre las obligaciones previstas en los
articulos 111, VI y VII. Se solicitdé una visita de
asistencia técnica para febrero de 2007 para

ayudar a crear la Autoridad Nacional.

Los Estados Partes que aln tienen que designar o establecer sus Autoridades
Nacionales estdn haciendo progresos importantes para cumplir este requisito. En la
fecha limite del informe, solamente dos Estados Partes, a saber, Montenegro y las
Comoras, debian proporcionar todavia a la Secretaria la informacion mas reciente
sobre la marcha del establecimiento o designacion de su Autoridad Nacional. Como
se recordarg, las Comoras no se constituyeron en Estado Parte hasta e 17 de
septiembre de 2006. Montenegro no se sumo a la Convencion hasta el 23 de octubre
de 2006.

Sin embargo, €l método seguido por la Secretaria para prestar apoyo ala aplicacién ha
pasado del apoyo inicial prestado para designar o establecer las Autoridades
Nacionales, a la determinacién de las medidas de aplicacion nacional y € fomento de
su cumplimiento y, de ahi, al afianzamiento de la capacidad a largo plazo de las
Autoridades Nacionales. Sin duda alguna, en el futuro se seguira prestando ese primer
apoyo, entre otros, alos Estados Partes nuevos, previa solicitud.

Como se ha sefidlado, 69 Estados Partes alin tenian que notificar a la Secretaria, en la
fecha limite del informe, las iniciativas que habian tomado a fin de promulgar
legidlacion, incluida la legislacion penal, y adoptar las medidas administrativas
necesarias para aplicar la Convencion. En el cuadro 3 figuran estos Estados Partes,
junto con la informacién mas reciente de que se dispone sobre e estado de los
avances hechos en este &mbito. En el documento C-10/DEC.16 se estipula que, en €l
cuadragésimo séptimo periodo de sesiones del Consgjo, que se celebro del 7 a 10 de
noviembre de 2006, debia presentarse dicha notificacion. En el apéndice 1 se ofrece
mayor informacion sobre cada Estado Parte.

Al término del periodo de que se informa, 56 de estos 69 Estados Partes habian
presentado a la Secretaria, para que formulase sus comentarios, sus respectivos
proyectos legidlativos de aplicacion, habian recibido de la Secretaria una propuesta de
proyecto legidativo, o habian recibido de la Secretaria apoyo in situ para elaborar sus
proyectos legisativos.

The Convention entered into force for Afghanistan on 24 October 2003.
October 2004: At the regional workshop for National Authorities of States Parties in Central Asia held in Almaty, Kazakhstan, Afghanistan
stated that it had been unable to prepare any implementing legislation, but that it intended to do so as soon as possible. Model legislation was
provided. Afghanistan indicated that it might need legidlative-drafting assistance, but no formal request was made at that time.

7 February 2005: The Director-General wrote a letter to the Foreign Minister of Afghanistan that included an offer of assistance.

22 March 2005: Afghanistan attended a briefing session for States Parties not represented in The Hague, the Netherlands, where the status of its
Article VII implementation was reviewed, and options for possible assistance measures were discussed.

May 2005: A copy of the Convention in Farsi and of draft implementing legislation, which had been prepared by the Islamic Republic of Iran,
was provided to Afghanistan during consultations.

1 and 2 September 2005: A National Authority workshop, held in Dushanbe, Tajikistan, was conducted by the Secretariat for Afghanistan and
Tajikistan supported by Belarus, 1slamic Republic of Iran, Netherlands, Russian Federation, and United States of America. The draft legislation
prepared by the Islamic Republic of Iran was reviewed and revised and the internal timetable for completing the action plan was discussed.
Afghanistan reported that a Convention working group was established in July 2005 and mandated to review the Convention, to make
recommendations regarding policies, procedures, and laws, and to submit a report including those recommendations by 1 November 2005.

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29 November 2005: The Secretariat sent a note verbale to Afghanistan communicating the decision on follow-up to the plan of action, informing
it of deadlines to be met, and offering assistance.

30 November 2005: In consultations with the Afghan Consul-General, the Secretariat explained the requirements of Article VII implementation.
The Consul-General undertook to send that information to Kabul, but explained that an understanding of these requirements was still lacking and
that little progress should be expected for the moment.

6 February 2006: The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Afghanistan reported by e-mail that Afghanistan had prepared a draft for the establishment
of its National Authority, that the draft had not been adopted by Parliament as yet, and that, once that happened, Afghanistan would send a copy
of it to the Secretariat.

1 August 2006: A high-level meeting with the Permanent Representative of Afghanistan was held in Amsterdam, during which it was reported
that further sensitisation regarding the Convention’s obligations is needed for Afghanistan.

Afghanistan participated in the subregional meeting of Central Asian National Authorities that was held in Kyrgyzstan from 27 to 29 September
2006, and during which it reported the following: that its parliamentary elections had been held; that Parliament had been convened; that the
members of the Cabinet and Supreme Court had been appointed; that few legidlative issues had been considered; and that, because of the conflict
and terrorist activities in the country, the business of Parliament had been taken up primarily with security issues. It also indicated that, in the
meantime, the interministerial committee on the Convention had prepared a preliminary draft of legislation, which was being considered by the
Ministry of Justice and which would be sent to the Secretariat for review and comment. Consultations were held regarding outstanding
obligations under Article VII, and the Secretariat was requested to pursue this matter through the acting Permanent Representative in
Amsterdam, for coordination purposes. The Secretariat was also informed that, because of the destruction of the Afghan economy and the
resulting impact on the professional cadre, Afghanistan will require significant training and support from the OPCW in order to implement the
Convention.

2003: The Secretariat commented on draft legislation in April 2003; some of the comments were incorporated by the Albanian authorities and

the legidlation passed through Parliament by July. In September 2003, Albania submitted to the Secretariat its Law no. 9092, dated 3 July 2003,
for the implementation of the Convention.

November 2004: During the annual meeting of National Authorities in The Hague, the Netherlands, the Head of the National Authority asked

that the Secretariat review Albania’s legidation and propose further regulations that might be necessary to implement export controls, and

anything further needed to cover chemical weapons destruction activities. He indicated Albania needed implementation support for customs and
for enforcement of export controls.

January 2005: The Secretariat informed Albania that it was reviewing the legislation and preparing draft subsidiary regulations. Examples of

import/export control measures had been identified, as well as States Parties that would be willing to assist in establishing measures to control
scheduled chemicals under the Convention. Albania confirmed that it was still interested in receiving such assistance. Draft model regulations

have been under development in the Secretariat, and were distributed to NLE members, including Albania, in 2005 and 2006.

23 June 2003: Andorra sent a note verbale stating that “[a] committee of the Andorran Parliament is presently drafting an amendment to the
Penal Code. Nevertheless, Article 3.4 of the Andorran Constitution integrates treaties and international agreements into the Andorran legal
order. Monetary sanctions, up to the closing of the facility, can be applied.”
29 November 2004: At a bilateral meeting between the Secretariat and Andorra during the annual meeting of National Authoritiesin The Hague,
the Netherlands, the Head of the National Authority stated that, in the Andorran legal system, the Convention aready had full force and effect.
He added that Andorra’s amended penal code would be approved by mid 2005, thus criminalising violations of the Convention. He said that
scheduled chemicals were already being controlled by customs, and that, if there were any other areas that needed to be covered, ministerial

orders could be issued to regulate them.

April 2005: Andorra sent a letter containing an Article VI, paragraph 5, submission, together with the text of its legislation. Further clarification
has been sought by the Secretariat.

December 2004 Draft legislation was submitted for on-site Secretariat review and comment during consultations at OPCW headquarters.

10 January 2005: The Secretariat received a letter stating that “Bahrain has studied the checklist in detail, and believes that it is aready in
compliance with the majority of the requirements. We will continue to work expeditiously to ensure full compliance with the Convention’s
other requirements, in cooperation with the OPCW...the Government of Bahrain will shortly appoint an interministerial committee, headed by
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, to act as its National Authority...your offer of a training course for the National Authority is greatly
appreciated, and | look forward to working with you to finalise the details of such training.”

The Convention entered into force for Benin on 13 June 1998.

August 2003: At the regional meeting of National Authoritiesin Africa, held in Khartoum, the Sudan, Benin stated that implementing legislation
and the adoption of the penal code were still pending, and that there were resource problems.

10 September 2003: Benin sent a note verbale to the Secretariat stating that it had not yet adopted legislation explicitly prohibiting the
production, acquisition, stockpiling or use of chemical weapons. However, arrangements were being made to put in place a general legidative
and regulatory framework for the non-proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, for terrorism, and for transnational crime.

6 and 7 July 2005: During an ECOWAS-ICRC seminar on the implementation of international humanitarian law (IHL) treaties in West Africa,
which was held in Abuja, Nigeria, discussions were held with the representative from Benin regarding Article VI, the outstanding steps under
the plan of action, and the possibilities for assistance. This was followed up in writing by the Secretariat.

November 2005: During the Tenth Session of the Conference, discussions were held with the Secretariat regarding possible legidative
assistance.

29 November 2005: The Secretariat sent a note verbale to Benin communicating the decision on follow-up to the plan of action, informing it of
the deadlines to be met under it, and offering assistance.

Popo in the same month, at which Benin would need Secretariat support. It is expected that the Supreme Court will hand down its opinion on
the legislation in March 2007. In April 2007 it would be submitted to the Council of Ministers and forwarded to the National Assembly in June
2007. The participant from Benin also reported that the National Authority has not been operating normally — there are not enough resources,
technical staff and budget. Hopefully the legislation will empower the National Authority — giving it the capacity and resources it needs to
function.

In the meantime, some targets had been
achieved: The Convention, the Royal Decree and the draft Sub Decree on the establishment of the General Secretariat of the NCWA,
and other legal documents related to the contents of the Convention, had been translated with the assistance of the Government of
Australia. The Convention would be distributed to NCWA officers and other officials so that a better understanding could be had of
what is required, and so that the Convention and the plan of action could be implemented effectively. The NCWA was planning to set
up a number of stations in order to oversee, check, observe, and test chemicals and related substances that have been traded, transferred,
retained, or used in Cambodia. The priority plan for the three stations (proposed for Phnom Penh airport and the Bavet and Poy Pet
border checkpoints) would soon be submitted to the Royal Government for approval, and to the OPCW. In the meantime, the following
assistance would be needed: sponsorship of two NCWA officers to attend training courses, meetings, workshops, or seminars; expanded
internal and external training in all fields related to the Convention for NCWA officers; provision of OPCW experts for an NCWA
training course in Cambodia; individual protection equipment and other related equipment for the purpose of training officers or agents
of the NCWA,; assistance with instruments and equipment for analysing chemical substances and other related substances for the three
aforementioned stations; further assistance with trandations from English into Khmer and vice versa—a service that had been provided
by the Australian aid office in Phnom Penh; and financial assistance for office equipment for the NCWA and its General Secretariat.10

August 2004: The Secretariat conducted a National Authority training course for Ghana and held consultations on legislation.

7 February 2005: The Director-General wrote a letter to the Foreign Minister of Ghana that included an offer of assistance.

July 2004: At a National Authority training course, during which consultations on legislation were held, Guatemala indicated that its legislation
related to the Convention (Acuerdo Gubernativo 54-2003) regulated and controlled imports, exports, and production of chemical precursors, and
that its law on armaments and munitions also had some relevance to the Convention.

February 2004: At the regional workshop for National Authorities in Western Africa held in Senegal, Guinea indicated that it had not prepared
draft legislation.

However, more
time would be needed to draft and promulgate the legislation. The seminar held during the visit of the United States of America and the
Secretariat to Guinea had brought together several officials from ministerial departments, some of whom were now members of the Nationa

Authority. The draft decree establishing the composition and duties of the National Authority had been drafted and presented for the signature
of the President.23

The Convention entered into force for Kyrgyzstan on 29 October 2003.

October 2004: At the regional workshop for National Authorities of States Parties in Central Asia, held in Almaty, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan
provided information on its import-and-export regime. Draft amendments to the criminal code were provided to the Secretariat.

November 2004: The Secretariat conducted a national seminar in Kyrgyzstan, at which the participants agreed that further detailed work on the
draft would be conducted in a working group involving representatives of interested ministries.

This had made it difficult for the National Authority to
conduct a sensitisation workshop together with the OPCW. The workshop would have been an important component in the development of the
draft legidation to be submitted for parliamentary debate. At the legal workshop in Namibia in 2005, Malawi had begun discussions with the
Secretariat in order to conduct a further workshop in August 2005. However, this workshop had not been held because of unforeseen
circumstances. Malawi would continue to seek financial and technical assistance from the OPCW and other donors in order to conduct the
workshop, which had now been proposed for the first quarter of 2007. Malawi had also requested a grant from the European Union through the
OPCW, and was awaiting a reply. The following steps needed to be taken: the OPCW might assist Malawi with financial and technical
assistance to enable the workshop to take place, and might continue to facilitate the exchange of knowledge and skills between those countries
that had made progress in implementing Article V11 and those that are lagging behind.

November 2004: In a statement to the Ninth Session of the Conference, Mexico stated that its Government had “redoubled its efforts and set up
the necessary institutional structure to identify, propose, and establish the necessary |egidlative and administrative measures in good time for the
Tenth Session of the Conference of the States Parties.”

July 2005: At the subregional meeting of National Authorities of Central America, held in Guatemala City, Mexico stated that it was working
toward having its national implementing legislation adopted by November.

26 August 2005: Mexico sent a note verbale indicating that the Federal Executive Committee was expected to submit the draft legislation to
Congress in September.

30 August 2005: Draft legislation was submitted to the Secretariat for its comments, which were provided.

6 November 2005: During the annual meeting of National Authoritiesin The Hague, the Netherlands, Mexico indicated that its draft legislation
had been presented to the National Security Council which would review it in November. It would then be sent to the Presidency for
presentation to Congress before 15 December 2005. The legidation should be approved by March 2006.

29 November 2005: The Secretariat sent a note verbale to Mexico communicating the decision on follow-up to the plan of action, informing it
of the deadlines to be met under it, and offering assistance.

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17 January 2006: Mexico sent a note verbale informing the Secretariat of the steps it had taken to comply with the requirements under Article
V11 of the Convention, particularly its plans for training courses for customs officials and for the National Authority, its intention to sustain its
interaction with the Secretariat, its hope that the law on the control of chemical substances would be presented to Congress at its next session, its
offer of assistance to other States Partiesin Central America, and its commitment to maintain regular communication with the Secretariat.

17 — 26 January 2006: Mexico participated in a basic course in the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland for personnel from
National Authorities who are involved in the national implementation of the Convention.

22 and 23 May 2006: Mexico hosted the seventh regional meeting of National Authoritiesin Latin America and the Caribbean, which was held
in Mexico City. During consultations held during the meeting, the National Authority indicated that the draft federal law to implement the
Convention was in the final stage of the preparatory process. An interministeral committee on terrorism and disarmament had been established
and would be responsible for shepherding the draft through the parliamentary process.

24 and 25 May 2006: The Secretariat conducted a training course for institutions participating in the National Authority.

3 — 13 July 2006: Mexico participated in a basic course in Spain for personnel of National Authorities who are involved in the nationa
implementation of the Convention.

4 July 2006: In the General Debate held during the 46™ Session of the Executive Council, Mexico stated that its existing provisions to
implement the Convention had been systematized and concentrated. They were contained in the draft entitled “Federal Law on the Control of
Chemical Substances Which Could be Diverted for the Production of Chemical Weapons.” The draft had been reviewed by the Secretariat and
it was now at the last stage of revision for presentation to the Congress.

30 September 2006: Mexico submitted a note verbale informing the Secretariat of the progress and obstacles encountered in meeting the Article
VIl action plan objectives. The note verbale reported as follows: The National Authority had been established, and existing legislation to
control imports and exports of toxic chemicals in Mexico was revised to include Schedule 1, 2, and 3 chemicals on the list of controlled
substances. Specific legidation to implement the Convention had been drafted, and had been commented on by the Secretariat. On 17 May
2006 the Mexican National Security Council decided to establish a specialised high-level committee to coordinate federal action to meet
Mexico's international obligations in respect of disarmament, terrorism and international security. It was envisaged that this Committee would
subsume the Mexican National Authority and assume responsibility for meeting all obligations under the Convention. A law had been drafted
to formally establish that Committee. In the meantime, the National Authority and the Centre for Investigations and Nationa Security had
continued to jointly develop the draft, which would be presented to the specialised high-level committee for approval as one of its first tasks.
Once the technical aspects of the draft had been approved, it would be reviewed by al members of the National Authority to ensure its lega
soundness. At the next stage the draft would be included in the Federal Registry and sent to the Legal Adviser of the Presidency for submission
to Congress for final approval. The process in Mexico had been slow and complicated. The members of the National Authority had different
approaches, in view of their own tasks to implement the Stockholm, Rotterdam, and Basel Conventions, as well as the Montreal Protocol. The
Government of Mexico was working intensely to meet all of its obligations under the Convention, bearing in mind that the adoption of each law

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must take place at its own pace and according to its own processes. Despite the challenges it had faced, Mexico had met all of its obligationsin
respect of declarations, inspections, and the control of imports and exports of substances regulated by the Convention.

June 2005: The Secretariat conducted a TAV to assist in drafting legislation and in raising awareness of the Convention.

10 August 2005: The Federated States of Micronesia sent a draft Bill to the Secretariat for its comments, which were subsequently sent. In its
communication, the Federated States of Micronesia indicated that it intended to submit the draft legislation to the President in August 2005, and
thereafter to Congress for the session starting in September 2005.

October 2003: During the annual meeting of National Authorities in The Hague, the Netherlands, Namibia indicated that it had a Commission
made up of five ministries as members (Foreign Affairs, Trade, Home Affairs, Health, and Finance), which were acting in place of a National
Authority. It added that it had not yet adopted national implementing legislation.

May 2005: A TAV was conducted by the Secretariat, following the legal workshop for National Authoritiesin Eastern and Southern Africa, held
in Windhoek, Namibia.

The Convention entered into force for Papua New Guineaon 29 April 1997.

June 2004: At aregional meeting in Fiji, Papua New Guinea indicated that it was aware that chemicals of potential relevance to the Convention
were used in its mining, timber, pesticide, and detergent-production industries; that riot control agents (RCASs) were also present in Papua New
Guinea, including in private possession; that, although scheduled chemicals and RCAs might be imported only on the basis of a license issued
by the Department of Environmental Conservation, customs had no mechanisms to account for transfers of such chemicals; that the top-priority
issue was illegal imports of small and light weapons; and that the draft legislation circulated at the workshop would provide a useful impetus for
putting national implementation of the Convention in place.

June 2005: The Secretariat, with the support of Australia, made a TAV to Papua New Guinea, which included work on a national plan of action,
draft legislation, and industry outreach. Papua New Guinea confirmed that the Ministry of Foreign Affairs was its focal point and would
possibly be its future National Authority.

29 November 2005: The Secretariat sent a note verbale to Papua New Guinea communicating the decision on follow-up to the plan of action,
informing it of the deadlines to be met under it, and offering assistance.

2 February 2006: A high-level meeting with the Permanent Representative was held in Brussels, during which Papua New Guinea indicated that
it would report on progress made.

18 to 22 June 2006: During a PIF regional-security meeting that was held in Fiji, consultations were held with Papua New Guinea, during which
it indicated that further legidative assistance was needed.

The Convention entered into force for Peru on 29 April 1997.
April 2004: The Secretariat and Argentina conducted a national training course, at which Peru confirmed that it had sufficient legislation with
regard to penal legidation and extradition, but not with regard to controls on transfers of scheduled chemicals. It also stated that it needed
administrative norms and procedures to prepare for inspections. Draft legislation was discussed and reviewed. An NLE member participated in
the course.

The Convention entered into force for the Philippines on 29 April 1997.

April 2005: The Secretariat conducted a TAV to the National Authority of the Philippines. Subsequently, the Philippines sent a note verbale in
which it stated that the National Authority was working with other government agencies on a draft comprehensive anti-terrorism law that would
include pena provisions related to the implementation of the Convention, and that it was working with other government agencies on draft
legislation concerning weapons of mass destruction, which would include appropriate Convention-related provisions. Other implementation
issues would be subject to executive or department-level administrative orders. Inspections and other related activities were being coordinated
with the Department of Science and Technology and the industrial community. The National Authority also indicated that related and parallel
efforts were being made to consolidate existing import-export control regulations.

June 2005: The Philippines sent a note verbale in which it stated that the National Authority appreciated the comments of the Secretariat on the
proposed anti-terrorism act, and that they would be discussed among the concerned government agencies. Although a separate implementing
law for the Convention was being considered, the government had given top legidative priority to the proposed anti-terrorism act. The act
contained penal provisions that were expected to cover certain aspects of the Convention. Other matters not covered by the act would have to be
included in an Executive Order that was then being drafted. The National Authority also stated that it appreciated the offer of a visit by
technical experts from the United States of America.

February 2004: During the regional workshop for National Authoritiesin Western Africa held in Senegal, assistance was offered to Sierra Leone
by the Secretariat in advance of its accession to the Convention.

Sierra Leone is a post-conflict country that had just emerged from an 11-year civil war that destroyed much of its physical and human
infrastructure and caused the migration and displacement of a significant percentage of its surviving population. The war formally ended
in December 2002. In 2003 and 2004 the paramount focus of development had been on emergency activities, dominated by efforts
towards disarmament, rehabilitation, relief, and peace-building. In 2005 Sierra Leone had entered the development phase, and this had
signalled a strategic shift of resources to the achievement of medium- to long-term development goals based on the country’s Poverty
Reduction Strategy Paper and the UN Millennium Development Goals. It was during this phase that resources could be allocated to
attend to less-critical international obligations.
Sierra Leone's draft legislation was under consideration by the Cabinet, which would send it to the Law Office Department so that the
final draft could be prepared. The anticipated time-frame for enactment of the law was the end of 2007. A seminar to sensitise
parliamentarians and society at large would be needed in order for the legislation to be approved. Factors that could delay the
implementation of Article VII obligations included the following: presidential and general elections were due to take place in July 2007,
and aready the work of Parliament had slowed down because of unofficial campaigning by a good number of sitting parliamentarians;
the bureaucracy entailed by the enactment of legislation was cumbersome; the dearth of professional legal draftersin government service
arising from the very low wages paid to civil servants generally had created a huge backlog of legislation awaiting drafting prior to
submission to Parliament; delays in parliamentary enactment resulted mainly from the lack of the requisite level of awareness or
knowledge needed to appreciate the relevance of the seemingly abstract and highly technical nature of some legidation (the Convention
could be acase in point). Ad hoc technical committees sometimes had to be formed to advise and guide Parliament on the enactment of
certain legidation; officers tasked to coordinate the implementation of international obligations had frequently been moved (the desk
officer in charge of the Convention had been posted abroad, and newly appointed officers usually required a considerable length of time
to go through the inevitably steep learning curve); there were competing national demands for scarce resources, arising especialy from
the country’s post-conflict status, and this had led to a lack of financial resources with which to service implementation activities; and
there was weak cooperation and coordination among relevant ministries, a problem that had been partially solved by the creation of the

He added that the authorities were aware of their obligations under the Convention, but noted that they
lacked the infrastructure to support activities such as the gathering of declarable data.

Furthermore, it was reported that action had been taken with Customs to assign specific HS codes for the 42 most heavily traded scheduled
chemicals; that, registration of users and importers of scheduled chemicals and the requirement for import permits would be introduced following
the adoption of the parliamentary act; that software had been developed to enable the Import Controller's Office and Customs to identify
scheduled chemicals; and that a National Authority Web site had been created with awareness programmes scheduled for December 2006 and for
2007.

The way
forward was to fast-track the draft through the legidlative process and keep the OPCW informed of progress; to review the budget and

Draft implementing legislation had been presented to Parliament in June 2006, but had not been tabled, because the President had
dissolved Parliament, which had reached the end of its mandate. Elections had been held, and the National Authority was expecting the
bill to be tabled in Parliament when it convened again on 20 October 2006. It was expected that |egislation would be enacted by the end
of December 2006. Attention would then focus on implementation. The National Authority currently had inadequate funds to train
customs officers at border posts. The 2007 budget had already been adopted, and the National Authority was lobbying the Ministry of
Finance to see whether some funding could be secured for implementation in 2007. Without such funding, there would be no budget for
National Authority operations until the 2008 budget was adopted. Zambia would need financial assistance from the OPCW or States
Parties to cover the costs of capacity-building among law enforcement agencies, and of laboratory equipment.>8

The Convention entered into force for Zimbabwe on 29 April 1997.
31 July 2003: The Secretariat and Zimbabwe held consultations on Zimbabwe's Chemical Weapons (Prohibition) Act.
27 to 29 August 2003: At the regional meeting of National Authorities held in Khartoum, the Sudan, Zimbabwe stated that it had already
adopted implementing legislation, but that it needed assistance to develop an enforcement mechanism.

19 October 2003: During consultations at the annual meeting of National Authoritiesin The Hague, the Netherlands, the Zimbabwean legidlation
was discussed, including the issue of the extraterritorial application of penal provisions.

27 November 2004: During consultations at the annual meeting of National Authorities in The Hague, the Netherlands, the Secretariat and

Zimbabwe discussed the regulations to be drafted under Zimbabwe' s basic Convention law. It wasindicated that this task had not yet begun.

9 February 2005: The Director-General wrote a letter to the Foreign Minister of Zimbabwe that included an offer of assistance.

Convention to the Secretariat for its comments, which were provided.>®
