Report of the Credentials Committee

1. I ntroduction

1.1 On 14 May 2001, upon the proposal of the Chairman of the Conference, in accordance
with Rule 27 of the Rules of Procedure of the Conference of thes $tatges (C-1/3),
the Conference appointed the following 10 Member States as membele of
Credentials Committee for the Sixth Session: Belgium, Br&xilgaria, Croatia,
Namibia, Panama, Saudi Arabia, Spain, Sudan and Yemen.

1.2  The Committee met on 17 May 2001 and elected the Representatiigaidas its
Chairman.

1.3  During its meeting on 22 April 2002, the Committee reviewed Chaytef khe
Rules of Procedure of the Conference, and noted in particular the fuil@ements
of Rule 26:

(@) credentials designate the representative of a Member &tat given session
of the Conference;

(b) the credentials of each representative shall be submitted heo t
Director-General; and

(c) credentials shall be issued by the Head of State or Goverrandt the
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Member State concerned oaiy other
authority acting on their behalf.

The Committee agreed that the credentials of the repregestatithe Member States
referred to in subparagraphs 2.1(a) and 2.1(b) above would be accepted, on the
understanding that formal credentials for representatives of thmbbte States
referred to in subparagraph 2.1(b) would be communicated to the Diresnerdb as

soon as possible.
