DECISION

MODEL FACILITY AGREEMENT
FOR CHEMICAL WEAPONS DESTRUCTION FACILITIES

The Conference

Recalling that,in accordance with paragraph 8 of Part Il of the Verification Anifecility
agreements shall be based on models for such agreements;

Bearing in mind that, in accordance with paragraph 19 of Part | of the Veribicadinnex,
model agreements specify the general form and content for aanagreconcluded between
a State Party and the Organisation;

Further recalling that at its Fourth Session, the Conference took cognisance oftte aita
consultations on a draft decision on the model facility agreementhimmical weapons
destruction facilities (C-IV/DEC/CRP.30, dated 2 July 1999), and reended that the
Council should consider this matter further with a view to reachyngeanent on the text of
the model facility agreement, and to elaborating a recommendatitre tFifth Conference
for its adoption.

Hereby:

Adopts the model agreement for chemical weapons destruction facdsiesinexed to this
decision, for immediate implementation;

Decides that this model facility agreement will be applicable toilitees conducting
continuous chemical weapons destruction operations and, with appropriatecatiaati§ to
be negotiated on a case by case basis, to facilities not condeotiguous chemical
weapons destruction operations;

Also decidesthat individual facility agreements will be negotiated with doesideration of
the requirements of the State Party and the specifics of ¢ligyfaoncerned, and shall be
concluded and implemented in an equal and non-discriminatory manner in aceovdth
the Convention;
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Further decides to remove the issue of the model agreement for chemical weapons
destruction facilities from the list of outstanding issues aneessinder consideration by the
OPCW Executive Council.

MODEL FACILITY AGREEMENT
FOR CHEMICAL WEAPONS DESTRUCTION FACILITIES?

This model facility agreement is applicable teilfies conducting continuous chemical weapons
destruction operations. It is, however, equallypligable, with appropriate modifications to be
negotiated on a case by case basis, to facilibesonducting continuous chemical weapons destmcti

operations.
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The Organisation for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons hereinadterred to as the
"OPCW", and the Government Of........ccccooviiiiiiiiiiinnnnns , hereinafter referred to as the
"inspected State Party," both constituting the Parties to thieefigent have agreed on the
following arrangements in relation to the conduct of inspections ior@acce with Article

IV of the Convention on the Prohibition of the Development, Production, Stockpitidg

Use of Chemical Weapons and on their Destruction, hereinafterectféo as "the

Convention," and Parts I, Ill, and IV(A) of its Annex on Implementato Verification,
hereinafter referred to as the "Verification Annex," .at..................., Geographic
coordinates: ........................ declared under Article IV of the Convention, hereinafter

referred to as the “facility”:
Section 1. General Provisions

1. The purpose of this Agreement for a Chemical Weapons DestrucéoifityF
(CWDF), hereatter referred to as this “Agreement”, is tilitate the implementation
of the provisions of the Convention in relation to inspections conducted faicthigy
pursuant to paragraph 5 of Article IV of the Convention and in accordaiticehs
respective obligations undertaken by the inspected State Party a®iP@\& under
the Convention.

2. Nothing in this Agreement shall be applied or interpreted in a thay is
contradictory to the provisions of the Convention. In case of inconsistehwgdre
this Agreement and the Convention, the Convention shall prevail.

3. The Parties have agreed to apply for planning purposes the general factors contained
in Attachment 1 to this Agreement.

4. The notification referred to in paragraph 33 of Part IV(A) of\tkdfication Annex
shall be provided by the inspected State Party to the OPCW, promptlgss than
_____days in advance of any development that could affect inspection estatitihe
facility. In case of any development due to circumstances broughtiapanforeseen
events other than those addressed in Section 9.7, the inspected $yadbdHamnotify
the OPCW and the inspection team as soon as the development has occurred.

5. The language(s) for communication between the inspection team aidpketed
State Party during inspections shall be (insert one or morelaighages
of the Convention).

6. In case of the need for the urgent departure, emergency evacuatrgerdrtravel of
inspector(s) from the territory of the inspected State Phaeyrspection team leader
shall inform the inspected State Party of such a need. The iedf&eite Party shall
arrange without undue delay such departure, evacuation or travel. In sexdeeay
or urgent circumstances, the OPCW may replace inspectors whdefiabhe facility
with new inspectors on a one-by-one basis. Inspectors replaced duergeryer
urgent circumstances cannot themselves return to the facilyebtéfe next planned
rotation of inspectors at the facility. Notification for such rephaents shall be
provided to the inspected State Party not less than 3 working daystgribe
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scheduled arrival of the replacement at the point of entry of tpedted State Party.
In all cases the inspected State Party shall determinedghashof transportation and
routes to be taken. The costs of such departure, evacuation or travepegment
of inspector(s), if due to health, administrative or other reasonsetated to the
inspection, shall be borne by the OPCW.

Inspectors shall wear unique badges provided by the inspected State Party, or OPCW
badges, which must be worn at all times while within the facility perimeter.

Section 2. Health and Safety

Procedures to ensure health and safety during inspections are gobgriied
Convention, the OPCW Health and Safety Policy and Regulations andadpplic
national, local and facility safety and environmental regulatiortacAment 2 to this
Agreement contains agreements addressing variations betweeh hpdltsafety
requirements, standards, and procedures of the OPCW and those in force at the facilit
at specific locations. It also contains agreed circumstanbesewthe health and
safety requirements and standards at the facility, being mamgestt than those of
the OPCW Health and Safety Policy, will take precedence. Als®,agreed
conditions, places, and procedures for sampling and analysis for purppsesoofal
safety of the inspection team are contained in Part B, paragraphAttachment 2 to
this Agreement.

In carrying out its activities, the inspection team shall, ao@ance with paragraph
43 of Part Il of the Verification Annex, observe applicable natiormdéty and
environmental regulations and safety and environmental regulatiobfiskstd at the
inspected facility including regulations for the protection of corgtbEnvironments
within the inspected facility and for personal safety, if appleabs well as any
additional safety requirements referred to in paragraph 3 of ¢lcts08, provided that
these requirements and standards can be technically complied Wwigke documents
shall be made available to the inspection team as necessagprass practically
possible upon the inspection team'’s request.

In the course of the pre-inspection briefing the inspection teairbghatiefed by the
representatives of the inspected State Party on all health fatyl reatters which, in
the view of those representatives, are relevant to the conduct ioSgieztion at the
facility, including:

€)) full information on the health and safety requirements of teeidentifying
specific hazards and the likely risks associated with those hazards;

(b) information on any additional health and safety measures or negmi® not
contained in this Agreement that should be observed during a particular
inspection;

(c) procedures to be followed in case of an accident or in casehef ot
emergencies, including a briefing on emergency signals, routexasdaad
the location of emergency meeting points and facilities; and
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(d) information on any areas within the facility in which, for oees of safety,
specific inspection activities or access must be limited dugingarticular
inspection, detailing reasons for limiting inspection activitiesacress and
alternatives to access, if any. This is without prejudice toktigations of
the inspected State Party to provide access to the declaréty flaci the
purpose of carrying out inspection activities, in accordance with the
Convention.

Upon request, the inspection team shall certify receipt of any such informatio if it
provided in written form.

4. In the case of emergency situations or accidents involving inspgeaam members
while at the facility, the inspection team shall comply with thelity emergency
procedures and the inspected State Party shall to the extent @g@seilatle medical
and other assistance in a timely and effective manner with daedréo the rules of
medical ethics if medical assistance is requested. Informationedical services and
facilities to be used for this purpose is contained in Part DtatAment 2 and in Part
A of Attachment 10 to this Agreement. If the OPCW undertakes oatleasures for
medical support in regard to inspection team members involved in emcgrg
situations or accidents, the inspected State Party will rerslstance to such
measures to the extent possible. The OPCW will be responsilileefoonsequences
of such measures.

5. The inspection team shall refrain from any action during the cofirge inspection
which by its nature could endanger the safety of the team, tligyfats personnel, or
cause harm to the environment. The inspected State Party maye dectonduct
certain inspection activities, requested to be performed by the fispezam, if the
inspected State Party considers that such activities could endargsafety of the
facility, its personnel, or the inspection team. In such cases)dpected State Party
shall explain the circumstances and safety considerations involvedprawidle
alternative means for accomplishing the inspection activities. if$ection team
shall record any refusal of inspection activity, as well as cigpeteam comments
and the inspected State Party's explanation, in the document on paejiriindings
and in the final inspection report.

6. In accordance with the OPCW Health and Safety Policy and Riegslathe
inspected State Party may provide available data based on detsadiononitoring,
to the agreed extent necessary to satisfy concerns thatxisayegarding the health
and safety of the inspection team.

7. The inspected State Party shall have the opportunity to faseliggelf with the
OPCW approved inspection equipment, including the equipment listed in Rdrt A
Attachment 5 to this Agreement.
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Section 3. Confidentiality

The confidentiality of information collected during the conduct of inspestis governed by
the Convention, including its Confidentiality Annex, and the OPCW Policy on
Confidentiality. The specific arrangements for implementing the provisiohe @dnvention
and the OPCW Policy on Confidentiality in relation to the protectioncafifidential
information at the facility by the OPCW relating to informatmoilected during the conduct
of inspections, are contained in Attachmei this Agreement

Section 4. Media and Public Relations

The specific arrangements for the inspection team’s contacts with the méakgpaiblic, if
any, in relation to inspections of the facility are contained in Attachment 4 to treegnt.

Section 5. Inspection Equipment

1. As agreed between the inspected State Party and the OPCAjgptheed equipment
listed in Part A of Attachment 5, shall, at the discretion of the OPCW and orireerout
basis, be brought specifically for the inspection at the facility. equipment will be
used in accordance with the Convention, in particular with paragraph 40tdf Bf
the Verification Annex, and the relevant decisions taken by the Conter& the
States Parties, and any agreed procedures contained in Attachmentthts
Agreement.

2. The provisions of paragraph 1 above are without prejudice to paragrapgh22 oft
Part Il of the Verification Annex.

3. The list of facility equipment to be provided as a matter of meuty the inspected
State Party for use by the inspection team, or to be operated bysgeeted State
Party under the supervision of the inspection team is listed irBRarAttachment 5
to this Agreement, with notation of the nature of and procedures fopetstion and
necessary support. Prior to any use of such equipment the inspectiormesa
confirm that the equipment meets the technical requirements agcessupport the
inspection task intended to be accomplished. With respect to persoretigeot
equipment, the requirements specified in the OPCW Health and &bty and
Regulations apply. With respect to the use of equipment availabiéecotizer than
the equipment listed in Part B of Attachment 5, requests made Inysfiextion team
in accordance with paragraph 30 of Part Il of the Verification Argietl be made in
writing.

4. The existing monitoring instruments at the facility belongingh®inspected State
Party that have been agreed by the Parties for use by the GP@W, and agreed
procedures for their installation, replacement, upgrades, modificatioss,
calibration, maintenance and testing by the inspected State BRartyell as their
tamper-proofing as required, are listed in Part B of Attachment 5 to this Agreeme
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5. The agreed monitoring instruments, if any, belonging to the OPCWitsstaded at
the facility, the agreed locations and procedures for their iastad| replacement,
upgrades, modifications, use, calibration, maintenance, testing and {aropfng as
required, with indication of the agreed support by the inspected Stdye &e listed
in Part C of Attachment 5 to this Agreement.

6. The items of OPCW approved inspection equipment or supplies that repedial
handling or storage for safety purposes (such as agent standaradicasotopic
sources), if any, are listed in Part D of Attachment 5 to thgge@ment, with
specification of special handling requirements.

7. The items of approved inspection equipment which may be subject to specific safety
requirements are listed in Part D of Attachment 5 to this Agreement, withomotéiti
the specific restrictions and the reasons for the restrictions.

8. For the entire period of its stay at the inspected fadi@yinspection team shall have
the right to store its equipment in a securable work space(s) pdovadtethe
inspection team in accordance with Section 14 of this Agreement.

9. Agreed procedures for the decontamination of any equipment are contained in Part E
of Attachment 5 to this Agreement.

Section 6. Information on the Facility

1. Information on the facility in the inspected State Party’'s &lsmsubmitted and
declared General Plan for Destruction, Detailed Facility Inéion (DFI), Detailed
Annual Plans and Annual Reports, as well as and where relevant Mdplaals and
Permits, are referenced in Attachment 6 to this AgreememninfAimation contained
in these documents, including any update formally submitted previous to or
subsequent to approval to this Agreement, will by reference formrtaopahis
Agreement.

2 The detailed site diagram for the facility as declaretiéddPCW in accordance with
paragraph 29(b) of Part IV(A) of the Verification Annex can be wsed reference
document during the inspection.

Section 7. Preparation for Systematic Verification of the Destruction Prass

1. Notification containing the OPCW request for logistical support damtinuous
monitoring at the facility shall be provided to the inspected Fatey no later than
thirty days prior to the planned installation of continuous monitoringesyst
equipment at the facility. The notification format is containedttachment 10 to
this Agreement.

2. The list of OPCW and/or inspected State Party inspection equiganerdantinuous
monitoring and locations for its installation are contained in Paktt&chment 5 to
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this Agreement. Provisions for installation and testing are ecwdan Attachment 7
to this Agreement.

When monitoring equipment has already been installed at theyfagilihe inspected
State Party, the OPCW and the inspected State Party wédlvend agree on the use
of such equipment for the systematic verification of destructiomeiaal weapons.
The OPCW and the inspected State Party may agree to repgbacade, modify any
such equipment, if necessary. The list of existing monitoring equnprat the
facility that has been agreed for use by the OPCW, agreed presethr its
replacement, upgrades, modifications, or tamper proofing as requireellass its
testing and use are contained in Attachment 8 to this Agreement.

The inspection team may carry out a final engineering reviewheffacility in
accordance with paragraph 60 of Part IV(A) of the Verification Ann€&his review
may include, inter alia:

€)) confirming that the design of the destruction process at tktyfas in
conformity with the information provided to the OPCW;

(b) confirming that the installed monitoring equipment operates atisfactory
manner,

(c) arranging, if applicable, requirements for additional monitoriggipement;
and

(d) if necessary, updating arrangements for verification and maimte for
installed monitoring equipment.

The inspection team shall have the right, subject to the agreemt# inspected
State Party, to have its inspection equipment installed, if apmicedtér alia, in the
temporary holding area, in the chemical weapons disassembly rars@ chemical
destruction process area, in the munitions body destruction procesarates, the
solid, liquid and gas waste destruction product areas. The inspeetorsiall have
the right to use for their equipment tamper proof seals or, ieddog the inspected
State Party, have its equipment installed in tamper proof boxesingjection team
shall have the right to test and inspect the equipment under the olosenfathe
inspected State Party. The inspected State Party shalkg egquest of the inspection
team provide the following:

€)) all necessary utilities for the installation and operatiorthef inspection
equipment, including electricity, water, fuel, heating and sewerage,
required; and

(b) the site preparation necessary to accommodate the instaltdtinspection
equipment for monitoring the process areas of the facility.

If the inspection team determines that installation of additiospkection equipment
or replacement, upgrade or modification of the already installelityfamonitoring
equipment are required for satisfactory assurance of non-diversioroafianation
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of parameters of the destruction process, the inspection team, salifjectagreement
of the inspected State Party, shall have the right to do so duringetiez(s) of

stoppage of the facility operations so long as this revision doesmpzct the

resumption of destruction operations on the notified date. The inspeatedParty,

under the observation of the inspection team, shall install, replacedepgr modify

such equipment. The inspection team shall have the right to teshgpett the

equipment under the observation of the inspected State Party.

The working space for the inspection team shall be equipped, if dybplitamonitor
the functioning of inspection equipment and to register the data obtaomadséich
equipment installed at the facility to facilitate the insmetteam’s monitoring of the
destruction process.

Section 8. Staffing Arrangements for Continuous Presence of Inspectors,
Including Site Familiarisation, Briefings and
Training for Newly Arrived Inspectors

Upon arrival of inspectors and before the commencement of inspectiaity dy
them, they shall be briefed by the facility representativess Bitiefing, conducted in
accordance with paragraph 37 of Part Il of the Verification Anneall €over the
following:

€)) an overview of the information contained in Attachment 6 to thieeékgent,
with an emphasis on any changes to that information since themasthe
inspection team was present at the facility;

(b) details of any health and safety information as contained igraata 3 of
Section 2 of this Agreement; and

(c) information on administrative and logistic arrangements additionghose
contained in Attachment 1 to this Agreement, if any, that will agphng the
systematic verification, as contained in Section 13 of this Agreement.

Notification to the inspected State Party of the intention t@cepihspectors at the
facility shall be provided seven days in advance of the planned ddie afrtval of
the replacement inspectors at the point of entry. The notificatiomat is contained
in Attachment 9 to this Agreement. Rotation of inspectors shallab@d out not
more than once per .... day period and the number of inspectors subjectido inta
each case shall be no less than .... percent of the number of inspectors on site.

The inspected State Party shall provide inspectors the trainingedut Attachment
11 to this Agreement.

Pre-inspection initial safety training if necessary for iogpe shall be conducted by
the inspected State Party, as contained in Attachment 11 to tresrAgnt. Specific
training requirements are contained in Part E of Attachmentiiséd\greement. If it
is determined that an inspector’s training is incomplete or out &, dlen this
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training will be required prior to the inspector leaving the inspestok spaces to
inspect the facility. This training will be provided by the inspdcbtate Party and
must be completed within 72 hours of arrival at the facility. Uponptetion of such

training, each member of the inspection team shall be certifi¢hebyspected State
Party as having completed the training necessary for the gefmtmn of their

responsibilities during systematic verification at the facility.

Section 9. Procedures for On-Site Verification
General

After initial visit of the inspection team for continuous monitoritigg inspection
period shall begin immediately upon completion of the pre-inspectiomitiasi

Once it begins, the inspection period shall be considered continuous and

uninterrupted, except as provided for in Section 9.7 to this Agreement.

Throughout systematic verification at the facility the inspectieam leader, in
conformity with paragraph 40 of Part Il of the Verification Annexalkcoordinate
with the representative of the inspected State Party aboutcatidfi activities that
require participation or assistance of the inspected State Fdrgyeby, the inspected
State Party can arrange for the necessary measures to provass and support to
the inspection team as appropriate without delaying the conduct of tiospec
activities

The inspection team shall abide by paragraph 40 of Part Il ofahfcetion Annex
which reads: “The activities of the inspection team shall bersmged as to ensure
the timely and effective discharge of its functions and the feesstible inconvenience
to the inspected State Party or Host State and disturbance factlity or area
inspected. The inspection team shall avoid unnecessarily hampeuetaging the
operation of a facility and avoid affecting its safety. In patér, the inspection team
shall not operate any facility. If inspectors consider that, thl fhleir mandate,
particular operations should be carried out in a facility, they stemjlest the
designated representative of the inspected facility to have théiormped. The
representative shall carry out the request to the extent possible.”

The detailed procedures for shift operations of the inspection teamg dystematic
verification are contained in Attachment 12 to this Agreement.

The inspectors shall have the right to seal their office pesmimcluding the
equipment storage area.

The inspected State Party shall ensure adequate working conditidhe inspection
team to carry out systematic verification.

As applicable, the list of types of vehicles subject to inspe@rah the detailed
procedures for inspecting those vehicles when exiting the destruecindityfare
contained in Attachment 13 to this Agreement.

Pursuant to paragraph 45 of Part I, and 70(a) of Part IV(A) of énédation Annex,
the inspection team shall have the right to unimpeded accesseas aythe facility
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agreement to the inspected facility including any munitions, dewiceis,containers,
or other containers therein, as defined by the declared perimetéiespen the site
diagram contained in Part B of Attachment 6 to this Agreement.

9. While at the inspection site, inspectors shall be free to condusial inspections,
record checks, inventorying, measurements, sealing, tagging and mar&mgnring,
and interviews. The team shall also be free to have photographagesitaken, or
conduct other checks and activities consistent with the Convention, indaccer
with agreed procedures detailed in this Section and the applictdatbraents to this
Agreement.

9.2  Access to and Inspection of Documentation and Records

1. Without prejudice to the right of inspectors in accordance with rzqgolagt7 of Part I
of the Verification Annex to inspect documentation and records they gdewant to
the conduct of their mandate, the inspected State Party shall anakable to the
inspectors upon request as soon as possible, but not later than 24 hours,armetords
documentation listed in Attachment 15 to this Agreement, that wilfcoginely
required for the conduct of an inspection.

2. The aforementioned records and other documentation shall be provided to the
inspection team in their existing format at the facility.

9.3  Arrangements for Interviews

The agreed arrangements for interviews are contained in Attathide to this
Agreement.

1. In accordance with paragraph 44 of Part Il of the Verification Arthe inspectors
shall have the right throughout the in-country period to communicate ¥wegh t
Headquarters of the Technical Secretariat. For this purposentneyse OPCW duly
certified approved inspection equipment. The procedures governing the sisehof
equipment are contained in Part F of Attachment 5 to this Agreenmenase the
inspection team and the inspected State Party agree to use thryirgpected State
Party's communications equipment the list of such equipment and theiqursisr
its use are contained in Part B of Attachment 5 to this Agneeniehe provision of
communications services to the inspection team by the inspectedPardy shall be
in accordance with Attachment 10 to this Agreement.

2. The agreed means of communication between inspection team sub-greups a
contained in Part F of Attachment 5 to this Agreement.

9.5 Photographs
1. Photographs shall be taken in accordance with paragraph 48 of RdArtthé

Verification Annex The procedures for photography are contained in Attachment 28
to this Agreement.
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One camera of the instant development type furnished by the insgeetioshall be
used for taking two identical photographs consecutively.

The representative of the inspected facility has the right tecolp the use of
photographic equipment in specific areas, buildings or structures, if seietoutd be
incompatible with safety or fire regulations given the charsties of the chemicals
stored in the area in question. The relevant restrictions on use agpptic

equipment at the inspected facility are contained in Attachmenttig Agreement.
If the objection is raised due to safety concerns, the inspectésl Faay will, if

possible, furnish photographic equipment that meets the regulationke Ufsé of
photographic equipment is not permissible at all in specific afmakjings or

structures for the reasons stated above, the inspected Statestaltprovide a
written explanation of its objection to the inspection team leaddrpgopose an
alternative. The explanation, along with the inspection team lsad@emments will
be included in the inspection team's preliminary findings and in tiaé ifispection
report.

The inspection team shall also have the right to have a photograpbid of seals
and tags it employs during the conduct of the inspection.

Measurements

Measurements taken in the course of the inspection by the inspeetiorot by the
inspected State Party at the inspection team’s request shaltdrded and signed by
an inspector.

To help resolve potential ambiguities these measurements amdajale certified as
accurate by the representative of the inspected State Pathg discretion of the
inspected State Party, immediately after they are gathdredase of discrepancies
both Parties shall make efforts to resolve discrepancies as s@assible before the
end of the inspection period. If necessary, the representative ofsffected State
Party and the inspector shall each record the method(s) used amathredult(s).
Such measurements shall be recorded in the document on preliminangsir{dr
interim report)

Verification Activities During Planned Period of Inactivity

The inspection team shall have the right to remain at thé@yaliring the scheduled
period(s) of inactivity, as set forth in the inspected StateyBatétailed annual plan
for destruction, unless the estimated duration of such period of imadivithe
inspected facility is more than __ days. The facility, howeveraimsnsubject to
systematic verification. The inspected State Party shalliroonfh writing to the
inspection team its intentions in regard to each planned period of inadeeigred in
its detailed annual plan of destruction thirty days in advance of ttee alathe
beginning of such a period.

The confirmation referred to in paragraph 1 shall contain the following information:
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(@) the date of stoppage of destruction operations at the facility;
(b) the estimated date of resumption of destruction operations at the facility;
(c) the reasons for the stoppage of destruction operations at the facility; and

(d) the list of modifications to be introduced at the facility dutimg scheduled
period of inactivity, if any.

During any planned period of inactivity at the facility whichassl than the period
indicated in paragraph 1 above the inspection team may at itstidisareduce the
intensity of systematic verification and indicate to the inspe&tte Party, in a
timely manner, its specific proposals in this regard.

Following periods of inactivity at the facility in which the insppen team departs or
reduces the intensity of its systematic verification, the irispeState Party will
inform the OPCW at least 14 days in advance of the resumption olictEst
operations that destruction operations will resume.

The inspection team may during any planned period of inactivity &c¢hi¢y request
the inspected State Party to install additional equipment, and/epl@ce or update
existing inspection equipment in case such actions are requiredptement the
inspection mandate. All requests to replace, modify or installiadditequipment
will comply with the facility permit requirements. The inspectteam shall have the
right to observe the implementation of these measures in regdel ttspected State
Party's equipment and shall have the right to assist the insfgeted Party in the
installation, replacement or update of inspection equipment belonging to the
inspection team.
