CALL FOR NOMINATIONS

results. The anticipated sample dispatch date is 16 February 2018 and the samples
will be shipped to the test participants by the OPCW Laboratory, the Netherlands.

3. Member States are invited to nominate laboratories with interest and/or expertise in
the analysis of biomedical samples for participation in the test. Nominations should
be sent to the OPCW Laboratory via email (biopt@opcw.org) no later than
19 January 2018.

4. The nomination should contain the following information:
@) the full name and address of the laboratory;
(b) the detailed sample delivery address (if different);

(©) the name, telephone number, and email address of the laboratory contact
person; and

(d) any other special requirements or information needed to ensure sample

delivery.
5. The nomination form that is annexed to this document may be used for submitting the
nominations.
6. In order to confirm participation in the Third Biomedical Proficiency Test, previous

test participants must, where required, submit to the OPCW Laboratory before
19 January 2018 their follow-up report containing corrective actions arising from their
last test participation. Early submission is strongly encouraged.

7. Participants are requested to submit analysis reports within 15 calendar days of
receiving the samples.
