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Mr. Chairperson,

Syria calls for international cooperation to confront the illegal
restrictions imposed by some countries on the transfer of scientific
technology for peaceful purposes to developing countries, which
subject them to illegal unilateral coercive measures, with the aim of
preventing them from achieving economic and scientific development
for their people, and preventing them from using chemistry for
peaceful purposes in a clear violation of the provisions of the

Convention and international law.

My delegation notes that the United States and its allies, led by
the European Union, continue to use the policy of economic terrorism
against Syria, represented by unilateral coercive measures, in clear
violation of Article 11 of the Chemical Weapons Convention, the
United Nations Charter, and the principles and rules of international
law. What i1s dangerous in this regard is the false claim of those
countries that they are keen on human rights in Syria. They are not
satisfied with imposing these measures, but rather exerts massive
pressure campaigns on other countries that deal with the Syrian state
and all its institutions, which has negatively affected the lives of
Syrian citizens and the caused the inability to secure the most basic
requirements of life, such as medicines, medical equipment,

electricity, oil, food, water, education supplies and other materials.
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We cite what Alina Dohan, the United Nations Special
Rapporteur on the negative impact of unilateral sanctions on human
rights, said in her preliminary report, which she prepared after a 12-
day visit to Syria, and was published by the United Nations a few days
ago. Dohan affirmed that the unilateral coercive measures and the
severe economic pressures resulting from them affected all aspects of
life and sectors in Syria, both primary and secondary, including
health, education and culture, and described the continuation of
imposing these measures against Syria as what may amount to crimes
against humanity and against the entire Syrian people. In this context,
Syria calls upon the Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical
Weapons and the States Parties to assume their responsibilities to
ensure the full, effective and non-discriminatory implementation of
Article 11 of the Convention, and calls on the United States of
America and its allies to stop violating and undermining the
provisions of the Convention and to lift those unilateral coercive

measures on Syria.

What draws our attention the most is the claim of the United
States of America and some Western countries that they are keen on
implementing the Chemical Weapons Convention and that they abide
by the terms of this Convention, but the reality confirms that it is those
countries that violate the convention and work to undermine the

Organization.
