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Mr. Chairperson,
Director General,
Distinguished Ambassadors and Delegates,

At the outset, we would like to extend our congratulations to His Excellency Lucian Fatu,
Ambassador of Romania, on assuming the chairmanship of the Executive Council. We
would like to express our confidence in his leadership to guide the work of this session
towards the desired goals. We affirm our continuous cooperation with his in this field.
We would also like to extend our greetings and appreciations to the Director General His
Excellency Fernando Arias, for his informative and comprehensive report presented
during this session, and for the continuous efforts made by him and his assistants in the
Technical Secretariat to enhance and activate the role of the OPCW in eliminating the
Chemical Weapons.

My delegation associates itself with the statement delivered by Azerbaijan, on behalf of
the Member States of the Non-Aligned Movement that are States Parties to the Chemical
Weapons Convention and China.

Mr. Chairperson,

The issue of enhancing international cooperation regarding peaceful uses within the
framework of the Chemical Weapons Convention, based on the principle of the non-
discriminatory right of States Parties, which is granted by the Chemical Weapons
Convention in the use of science and technology in the field of chemistry for peaceful
purposes, is of great importance. Article XI of the Convention states that the provisions
of this Convention shall be implemented in a manner that avoids hampering the economic
or technological development of States Parties, and international cooperation in the field
of chemical activities for purposes not prohibited under this Convention, including
international exchange of scientific and technical information, chemical materials and
equipment for the production, processing, or use of chemical materials for purposes not
prohibited under this Convention.

Mr. Chairperson,

The importance of achieving the universality of the Convention is a fundamental issue in
achieving its goals in eliminating chemical weapons. Therefore, my delegation calls on
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the parties that have not joined the Convention to join it quickly, including the Israeli
occupation. Signing the Convention without joining it gives some rights without any kind
of commitments.

Mr. Chairperson,

In conclusion, we would like to extend our sincere thanks for the cooperation shown by
the Technical Secretariat during the Fifth Review Conference, in solving the technical
problems our delegation encountered during the delivery of our national statement, as the
live stream of the session was cut off during the speech to the outside world, as well as
the incomplete video recordings of delivering our national statement published later on,
on the official website of the OPCW. Our delegation made contact with the officials in
the Technical Secretariat, and the complete recordings of our national statement
reappeared as it should be on the web-site of the OPCW in complete form. We are
confident that the Technical Secretariat will make sure to avoid these errors to appear
again in the future.
