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Mr. Chairperson,
Firstly - with regard to the reports of the Director General

We followed carefully and with interest what was stated in the monthly
reports of the Director General, numbers: 121, 122, 123, 124, 125. Unfortunately,
the Director General continues to formulate his monthly reports in a way that
suggests that Syria is not cooperating with the Technical Secretariat. At the same
time, these reports constitute the basis and pretext for making false accusations by

some Western countries against Syria.
Secondly- with regard to the Syrian Monthly Reports

Syria has provided the Technical Secretariat, and through it to the States
Parties, with five monthly reports, in the period between October 2023, and
February 2024, where Syria has clarified much important information and
corrected much of the non-objective information that tainted the reports of the

Director General and the Technical Secretariat. .

Thirdly - regarding the report of the Director General on the work of the

Declarations Assessment Team (DAT)

Syria welcomed the holding of the 25" and 26" rounds of consultations.

The 25" round took place during the months of October and November 2023, and



the 26™ round, which ended its meetings on February 1st 2024. During the two
rounds of consultations, Syria has provided all the cooperation and facilitation
required for the DAT. These two rounds resulted in the closure of three
outstanding issues as a result of the constructive cooperation provided by Syria.
We reaffirm that Syria is continuing its unprecedented approach and cooperation
with the Technical Secretariat, and will remain committed to fulfilling its
obligations, and is ready to move forward, in accordance with what the Convention
stipulates, and through organized and constructive dialogue, to close all
outstanding issues at the earliest opportunity. Prejudjing the results of the
consultations between the Syrian side and the Technical Secretariat is unacceptable
and indicates the efforts made by Western countries to disrupt and obstruct any
progress in consultations and cooperation between the Syrian Arab Republic and

the Technical Secretariat.

Fourthly - regarding the Fact-Finding Mission (FFM)

Syria recalls its previous requests that the Secretariat and the States Parties
correct the work methods and approach of this mission, and oblige it to adhere to
the provisions of the Convention, the verification annex, and the terms of reference

agreed upon with Syria.



Fifthly - the Investigation and Identification Team (11T),

We reaffirm our firm position on this team. We consider this team illegal,
and that it was established through a politicized decision that contradicts what the
Convention stipulates, and the mandate of this team is in absolute violation of its
provisions, and therefore we do not recognize the outputs of this team that were

issued and those that will be issued.

Sixthly - Regarding the: Classified Briefing Session” on the Syrian chemical

file,

We affirm that Syria has the right, as a State Party, to express its position
and express its observations and questions, especially since this briefing is mainly
held on the Syrian chemical file. We categorically reject preventing my delegation
from speaking at this session. We call on the Director-General and the States
Parties to reject this behavior and find appropriate mechanisms to stop these
practices against Syria, especially since this behavior was not the first, as it was

preceded by similar behavior in a previous briefing session.



In conclusion, Syria has implemented all its obligations pursuant to its
accession to the Convention, and Syria has nothing to hide, and rejects the false

accusations directed against it that it is still hiding chemical weapons.

Right of Reply:

We are surprised by what was stated in the statements of some Western
countries during the discussion of this item, which included false and completely
baseless accusations that fall within the framework of the hostile political positions
against my country, Syria. These positions are not new, as some of these countries
have carried out acts of direct and unjust aggression since the year 2011, and
continue to do so to this day. Some countries' statements included slander, contrary

to reality.

Finally, a question for everyone: Why would the Syrian Arab Army use a
supposed chlorine barrel or cylinder, as they like to mention in their reports, which
will in most cases lead to difficulty breathing for some people, when traditional a
weapon achieves positive results in the field compared to the Chlorine which

would cause difficulty breathing for three people, as in the alleged Kabanah



incident in 2019, in which US Secretary of State Pompeo accused the Syrian

Government, even before it was investigated.
