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Mr. Chairperson,

Firstly - Regarding the reports of the Director General

There were four Monthly reports issued in the period from March 2024 until
the date of the current session of the Council: 126,127,128 and 129, unfortunately,
the Director General continues to formulate his monthly reports in a way that
suggests that Syria is not cooperating with the Technical Secretariat. Meanwhile,
these reports constitute the basis and pretext for some Western countries to direct

false accusations against Syria.

Secondly - Regarding the report of the Director General on the work of the

Declarations Assessment Team (DAT) (1 )

Syria has welcomed the holding of the 27" Round of Consultations, during
which and in the period that followed, has provided everything that was required of
it. We were surprised that there were six chemical compounds that showed as a
result of the analysis of samples collected by the DAT from sites that had been
declared and previously destroyed, with the knowledge and under the supervision
of the Technical Secretariat, which has led to the opening of new outstanding
issues. We emphasize that from a scientific and technical perspective, it is not
permissible to call these results outstanding issues, because they are still under

technical evaluation and require further technical and scientific discussions
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between the experts of the Syrian National Authority and the DAT. Moreover, the
six chemical compounds referred to in the Director General's report were not
produced or created within the factors produced in the Syrian chemical program,
but rather as a result of secondary reactions that occur during the manufacturing
processes, leading to the formation of a large number of secondary compounds, at a
very low concentration and as impurities accompanying the main compound.
Despite all of this, the Syrian side is searching for all the reasons that could lead to
the formation of these compounds, and will submit what has been concluded to the
Technical Secretariat of the Organization, in addition to the fact that the experts of
the Syrian National Authority will be clarifying the technical details in the

upcoming round of consultations.
Thirdly - Regarding the classified briefing session on the Syrian chemical file

The main title of this briefing is to inform the States Parties of the
Secretariat's activities related to the Syrian chemical file during the period between
the two sessions of the Executive Council. However, this briefing went beyond its
main title to become a forum dedicated to laying the groundwork for making false
accusations against Syria, with the aim of keeping this file open. The most
applicable example of this is the Declaration Assessment Team. Everyone followed
the course of the last briefing, and how the DAT tried through its answers to imply
that Syria is still concealing a chemical program and how it deliberately casts doubt
on the accuracy of the information provided by the Syrian side. We have demanded

more than once that this team’s approach be fair, professional and impartial.
In this regard, we emphasize the following:

1) Syria has implemented all its obligations due to its accession to the Convention,

and Syria has nothing to hide.



2) Syria continues its unprecedented cooperation with the Technical Secretariat,
provided that this cooperation is in good faith and in a manner that preserves
Syria’s sovereignty and dignity. Syria will remain committed to fulfilling its
obligations and is ready to move forward, in accordance with the provisions of the
Convention, and through organized and constructive dialogue, to close all

outstanding issues at the earliest opportunity.

3) Preempting the results of consultations between the Syrian side and the
Technical Secretariat is unacceptable and demonstrates the efforts made by
Western countries to disrupt and obstruct any progress in consultations and

cooperation between the two sides.

Fourthly - Regarding the Fact-Finding Mission (FFM)

We have provided the Technical Secretariat with the response of the Syrian
National Authority regarding the Yarmouk incident on June 11, 2024. Although
Syria did provide all documents and evidence to the mission’s team, proving that
ISIS used “Chlorine” against another terrorist group, we are still hoping to receive
the Technical Secretariat's response regarding Syria's observations on this report.
When that incident occurred, the area was not under the control of the Syrian
government, and it occurred between two terrorist groups. The Syrian Arab
republic, as a State Party to the Convention, had the duty to report it since it

occurred on its territory.



As for the report of the Fact-Finding Mission on the incidents of “Qalib al-
Thawr” in Salamiyah and “al-Balil” in Souran in 2017, the Syrian National
Authority is studying this report, and we will provide the Technical Secretariat with
a response as soon as possible. Syria reiterates its previous demands that the
Secretariat and the States Parties correct the methods of work and approach of this
mission, and that they oblige it to adhere to the provisions of the Convention, the
Verification Annex, and the terms of reference agreed upon with Syria. In all of the
incidents which actually took place and were reported by the Syrian government
the possibility of them being committed by terrorist groups was removed and the
FFM was unable to establish the use of these chemical weapons. On the other hand,
all allegations reported by terrorist groups were established by the mission to be
true. It seems that terrorist groups and the White Helmets have more credibility
with the mission than the Syrian government. Despite the fact that all of these
reports were investigated in a manner that contravenes the provisions of the
Convention and the Verification Annex, where the mission relied in its reports on
open sources, information and evidence as well as false witnesses presented by
terrorists, and intelligence from countries known to be an essential part of the war
on Syria. This is a suspicious contradiction in all of this Mission’s reports. It proves

that they are forged.
