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(Unofficial Translation)

Chairperson,

The universality of the Chemical Weapons Convention constitutes one of the most
important pillars of the international system to prevent the use of these prohibited weapons, as
collective security can only be achieved when all states adhere to the same standards and are
subject to monitoring and inspection mechanisms.

From this standpoint, the State of Palestine reaffirms its firm belief in the necessity of
making the Middle East entirely free of all weapons of mass destruction, including chemical
weapons, as a strategic option to enhance regional security and stability.

Therefore, the accession of the states that have not yet joined the Convention remains an
urgent necessity, as the continued exclusion of any state from the prohibition regime creates
dangerous gaps that weaken international efforts. This includes the Israeli occupation, which has
not yet acceded to the Convention, preventing its facilities and chemical weapons from being
subjected to international inspection.

Accelerating the achievement of universality of the Convention represents a fundamental
step to promoting transparency, building confidence, and preventing an arms race, in a way that
serves the security of the Middle East and the world as a whole.

Israel, the occupying power, which possesses all types of weapons of mass destruction,
including a vast stockpile of chemical weapons, continues to use its illegal settlements, established
on the occupied Palestinian territory, as unlawful industrial zones, including factories producing
chemical materials that directly affect the lives and health of our people.

Claiming to support the Chemical Weapons Convention is not limited to delivering
speeches and debates intended to create the impression that the Israeli occupation supports the
Convention. Israel must cease using various types of weapons against the defenseless Palestinian
people, as signing the Convention without acceding to it grants Israel certain rights while imposing
no obligations, thus leaving it shielded and protected from all forms of accountability.
