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1. The Government of Spain and the OPCW Secretariat together ochanserkshop
on legislative issues related to the implementation of the Chénweapons
Convention, including the provisions on the monitoring of transfers of scheduled
chemicals and their precursors.

4. In addition to the contributions from the host country, Spain, delegatesefghteen
other States Parties (Albania, Argentina, Bangladesh, Belarosti&@rCuba, the
Czech Republic, Ecuador, Germany, Hungary, the Islamic Republic rof ltedy,
Pakistan, Saudi Arabia, Slovenia, Sweden, Switzerland, and the Unitedoiinof
Great Britain and Northern Ireland) provided presentations on their xypanience of
establishing the regulatory framework for implementing the Convention.
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5. At the conclusion of the workshop all participants agreed that, evéholee States
Parties which already have substantial legislation in placew#yeahead is very
challenging. A sustained effort by both States Parties and the policy-nuagargs of
the OPCW will consequently be required for the foreseeable future.
